A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BRIGHTON, COLORADO,
APPROVING A MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN THE CITY OF
BRIGHTON AND THE BRIGHTON ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION FOR
THE SHARING OF RESOURCES AND PRIVILEGES

WHEREAS, pursuant to § 29-1-203 et seq., of the Colorado Revised
Statutes, governmental entities are authorized and encouraged to cooperate
by contracting with one another to share in the costs of services or functions for
their mutual benefit; and

WHEREAS, the Brighton Economic Development Corporation (“EDC") is a
nonprofit membership organization managed by a Board of Directors formed to
promote the economic development of the Greater Brighton area and to
promote and develop industry and businesses; and

WHEREAS, the City of Brighton (“City”) is a home rule municipal
organization with an interest in economic development in the City of Brighton
and has previously created and continued a City Department of Economic
Development in Resolution # 07-107 and Resolution #02-46; and

WHEREAS, the City and EDC previously approved an Affiliation and
Management Services Agreement in Resolutions ## 07-107 and 02-46, and the
City and EDC seek to update and approve a new agreement in the form of a
Memorandum of Understanding Regarding the Sharing of Resources and
Privileges (“MOU”) that will replace the previous agreements; and

WHEREAS, the City Council continues to support the Department of
Economic Development and the collaboration between the City and EDC; and

WHEREAS, the City Council finds and determines that approval of the
MOU is in the best interests of the City.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
BRIGHTON, COLORADQO, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. The MOU attached hereto as Exhibit A is hereby approved
and the City Manager is authorized to execute the MOU on behalf of the City.

Section 2. Resolution No. 07-107 and Resolution No. 02-46 are no longer
in effect, and the Affiliation and Management Services Agreement adopted by
those resolutions are terminated or superseded as of the effective date of this
Resolution.



Section 3. This Resolution is effective as of the date of its adoption.
