Overview and Background

e On April 4, 2017, Governor Hickenlooper signed into law House Bill 17-1215
Concerning Mental Health Support for Peace Officers. The bill amended Colorado
Revised Statute § 24-32-3501 (C.R.S.) to create a grant program within the
Department of Local Affairs (DOLA) for eligible agencies to engage mental health
professionals who can provide:

On-scene response services to support peace officers’ handiing of persons with mental health
disorders; and

Counseling services to peace officers
e Brighton Police Department has applied and utilized these grant funds since 2019

e Grant funds are awarded on a first-come, first-serve basis until exhausted

2022 legislature authorized a total of $3,000,000.00 in funds

o Department awarded $10,000.00

e Department has executed $6472.08 of the total $10,000.00 to date:
65 mental health provider officer visits
7 department peer support and weliness webinars and trainings
