A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BRIGHTON, COLORADO, 

APPROVING THE 2026 TRANSPORTATION MASTER PLAN  

 

WHEREAS, the Transportation Master Plan (the “Plan”) is the City of 

Brighton’s (the “City”) long-term vision for mobility and transportation investments 

to create a safe, connected, equitable, and sustainable multimodal 

transportation system; and  

 

 WHEREAS, the Plan contains programs and plans for pedestrians, bicycles, 

transit, and roadways; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the Plan identifies a long-range vision while maintaining flexibility 

for the City to coordinate priorities and future investments; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the Plan was previously adopted in 2016, but, since then, the City 

has experienced significant growth and has achieved substantial project 

implementation that renders the 2016 version of the Plan inadequate to meet the 

City’s current and future needs; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the City Council desires to adopt an updated version of the Plan 

to provide guidance and act as a reference for City staff in developing and 

connecting the City’s multimodal transportation system (“2026 Transportation 

Master Plan”). 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 

BRIGHTON, COLORADO, AS FOLLOWS: 

 

 Section 1. The 2026 Transportation Master Plan is hereby approved and 

supersedes previous versions of the Plan.  

 

 Section 2. The City Manager is hereby authorized to undertake such tasks 

as may be required to finalize and implement the Transportation Master Plan. 

 

Section 3. This Resolution is effective as of the date of its adoption.
