AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BRIGHTON, COLORADO,
APPROVING THE KESTREL PLANNED DEVELOPMENT FOR AN APPROXIMATELY 26.21 ACRE
PROPERTY, GENERALLY LOCATED TO THE NORTH OF EAST 120™ AVENUE, SOUTH OF EAST
124™ AVENUE, EAST OF PEORIA STREET AND WEST OF PRAIRIE VIEW HIGH SCHOOL, MORE
PARTICULARLY LOCATED IN THE SOUTHWEST QUARTER OF SECTION 36, TOWNSHIP 1 SOUTH,
RANGE 67 WEST OF THE 6™ PRINCIPAL MERIDIAN, CITY OF BRIGHTON, COUNTY OF ADAMS,
STATE OF COLORADO

WHEREAS, The Orchard Church (the “Owner”) is the owner of approximately 26.21
acres of real property located in the City of Brighton, more specifically described in
EXHIBIT A, attached hereto and incorporated herein (the “Property”); and

WHEREAS, the Owner has requested approval of the Kestrel Planned
Development, attached hereto as EXHIBIT B (the “PD”); and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission conducted a public hearing on December
12, 2024, to review and consider the application pursuant to the applicable provisions
and criteria set forth in 2.04(C)(1) of the LUDC, and provided a unanimous
recommendation of approval to the City Council; and

WHEREAS, the City Council opened a public hearing on January 7, 2025, where it
conducted its review and considered the application pursuant to the applicable
provisions and criteria set forth in Section 2.04(C)(1) of the LUDC; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with the public notfice requirements of the Land Use &
Development Code, a notice of public hearing was mailed to all property owners within
1,000 feet of the Property, a public notice was published on the City’'s website, and a sign
was posted on the Property, all for no less than fifteen (15) days prior to the City Council
public hearing; and

WHEREAS, at the public hearing, the City Council received and considered all
relevant evidence and testimony from City staff, the Owner, and other interested parties,
including the public at large.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BRIGHTON,
COLORADO, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Findings. The City Council finds and determines that the PD: (1) better
implements the Comprehensive Plan, beyond what could be accomplished under
application of general zone districts and development standards; (2) promotes the
general public health, safety and welfare of the community; (3) allows the project to
better meet or exceed the intent statements of the base zoning districts; (4) does not
undermine the intent or design objectives of the Land Use & Development Code when
applied to the specific project or site; (5) reflects generally accepted and sound
planning and urban design principles with respect to applying the goals and objectives



of the Comprehensive Plan; and (6) meets all of the criteria for a zoning map
amendment.

Section 2. The Property is hereby rezoned as more particularly set forth in EXHIBIT

Section 3. The City Zoning Map shall be amended to reflect the changes set forth
in this ordinance.

Section 4. As provided in City Charter Section 5.9(A), this Ordinance either as
presented or as amended, shall be published in full as it was adopted prior to taking final

action. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect five days after its final publication,
as provided in City Charter Section 5.8, except as set forth herein.
