6.  PUBLIC HEARINGS 
  

 A. A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BRIGHTON, 
COLORADO, APPROVING WITH CONDITIONS AS SET FORTH HEREIN, AN 
AMENDMENT TO THE CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT FOR THE METRO WATER 
RECOVERY NORTHERN TREATMENT PLANT FACILITY GENERALLY 
LOCATED IN SECTION 31, TOWNSHIP 1 NORTH, RANGE 66 WEST OF THE 6th 
PRINCIPAL MERIDIAN, WITHIN THE CITY OF BRIGHTON, COUNTY OF WELD, 
STATE OF COLORADO; AND SETTING FORTH DETAILS RELATED THERETO 

 

Mayor Mills read the title of the Resolution into the record. 
 
Mayor Mills opened the public hearing at 6:50 p.m. and City Clerk Natalie Hoel verified the 
required postings and publications (March 20, 2026, on the City of Brighton Website) for this 
public hearing were completed. 
 
Mayor Mills asked City Council if there are any conflicts of interest or any ex-parte 
communications that need to be disclosed, there were none. 
 
Planning Technician Hampton Moore presented the Metro Water Recovery Conditional Use 
Permit (CUP) Amendment. Aiden Travers is the applicant and owner of the property. The 
approximately 83-acre property is generally located to the north of Baseline Road, west of 
Highway US-85, and east of the South Platte River. This request is an amendment to an 
existing CUP originally approved in 2012. Conditional Uses are those that may not generally 
be appropriate throughout the zone district, but may be appropriate in certain locations and 
with certain conditions imposed. The CUP process evaluates the proposal on a site-specific 
basis to determine its suitability for the area. CUPs are required for certain uses outlined in 
the Land Use & Development Code. The Water and or Wastewater Treatment Plant use is a 
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use by right in the PL zone district. In 2012, when the existing CUP was approved, this use 
was conditional, necessitating the CUP process.  
 
The property owner requests to amend the existing CUP Permit 2012-132 to allow the 
installation of a temporary construction yard in support of the site buildout, as approved by 
the CUP. The applicant has completed all other steps required. With the approval of this CUP 
Amendment, additional building permits will be required for the construction yards as well as 
any buildings constructed as part of the expansion. The Planning Commission typically 
reviews Conditional Use Permits, but CUP 2012-132 was approved by City Council and 
therefore must be amended using the same process.  
 
Staff used the review criteria outlined in Section 2.07 of the Land Use & Development Code. 
CUP 2012-132 was approved by City Council and permitted the construction of the Metro 
Water Recovery Northern Treatment Plant. The site was expected to be constructed in 
phases with final buildout occurring around 2045. Phase 1 of the project developed the site to 
its current form at 28.8 million gallon per day average flow facility in 2016. Phase 2, 
warranted by growth in the north Denver Metro area will expand the site to its full capacity 
with a 60 million gallon per day treatment capacity.  
 
The property is 82.687 acres and is zoned PL (Public Land). The property was annexed as 
part of the Metro Wastewater Reclamation District – North Treatment Plant Annexation in 
2012. The property is Platted under the Metro Wastewater Reclamation District North 
Treatment Plant subdivision. The proposed construction yards would be located on the 
northeast corner of the site, is internal to the site, and the only external line of site comes 
from US-85. Staff is proposing the following eight (8) conditions for City Council 
consideration: 

1. The temporary construction yards shall be limited to the area shown in the CUP 
application. 

2. The temporary construction yards shall be fully screened from public spaces, and no 
materials shall be stacked higher than the screening. 

3. The maximum fence height to be used for screening shall be ten (10) feet. 
4. Screening shall be permanent decorative, opaque fencing that complements the 

architecture and materials of the surrounding buildings. 
5. A stabilized, dust-free surface shall be used in the temporary construction yards. 
6. Site landscaping shall be maintained in the original condition as approved by 

Conditional Use Permit 2012-132. 
7. The temporary construction yards are permitted for a period no longer than ten (10) 

years. 
8. The conditions of the Conditional Use Permit 2012-132 remain in full force and effect. 

 
The future land use designation for the property is public land. Proposed construction yards 
meet the intent of this designation by supporting the expansion of the public use.  
 
Policies in the Comprehensive Plan guide land use decisions. The proposed construction 
yards support the expansion of public facilities that provide capacity for residential and 
economic growth. Supporting Metro on their expansion plans in Brighton promotes 
interagency planning efforts. The proposal meets criteria in Section 2.07 B of the Land Use & 
Development Code. The proposal supports the expansion of a public use, which promotes 
the intent of both the zone district and future land use designation. The conditions proposed 
by staff follow the standards of outdoor storage in the I-1 (Industrial) zone district per the 
Land Use & Development Code. These conditions ensure that the construction yards are 
adequately screened from public view. The temporary nature of the proposal will have no 
lasting effects on drainage, utilities or any other public facilities. The conditions proposed by 
staff ensure that the manner of screening is consistent with the surrounding site and that the 
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landscaping and site designs approved in the original CUP remain in place. The applicant 
requested a duration of ten (10) years for the temporary construction yards. Staff agrees that 
a maximum of ten (10) years is acceptable. Due to the size of the site, the temporary nature 
of the construction yards and the proposed location on the site, staff has determined that the 
proposal would have no negative impacts on the development or use of the surrounding 
property. Rather than hinder any long-range plan, this proposal facilitates the completion of 
these plans.  
 
All posting was completed in accordance with the Land Use & Development Code. On March 
20, 2026, written notice was mailed to all nearby property owners, signs were posted on the 
property, and notice was posted on the city’s website. Information was posted on various 
social media sites. A neighborhood meeting was held by the applicant on July 18, 2025. No 
formal comments have been received by staff. The Development Review Committee 
reviewed the proposal and recommended approval. Staff recommends approval of the 
Conditional Use Permit Amendment with eight (8) conditions.  
 
Mayor Mills asked if the applicant would like to add anything to the presentation. 
 
Aiden Travers with Metro Water Recovery presented an overview of the treatment plant and 
their plans for expansion. Mr. Travers presented the construction staging area, the purpose 
for the amendment, the appearance of the temporary staging area, and the impacts to the 
community.  
 
Mayor Mills asked if anyone in the audience wished to speak on behalf of or against the 
request, there was none.  
 
Mayor Mills asked if any correspondence had been received, there was none.  
 
Mayor Mills asked if there were questions from City Council. 
 
Councilmember Carbajal referenced the 10’ tall fence requirement and that nothing inside of 
the fence can exceed that height and asked about the modulars on the site that are taller 
than that. We need to set parameters that can be met and make sense. Planning Technician 
Moore explained that those parameters were set based on typical outdoor storage in the 
Code and explained that City Council can change that if they choose. Councilmember 
Carbajal asked if the modulars are typically taller than ten feet and Planning Technician 
Moore stated that is correct. 
 
Councilmember Green asked if the original Conditional Use Permit expire, and Planning 
Technician Moore stated it does not expire. Councilmember Green asked when construction 
will begin and Mr. Travers explained that there is one current construction project taking 
place at this time, but he does not know how many others there will be in the future. 
Councilmember Green asked if 5 and 6 will be completed in the next ten (10) years. Mr. 
Travers explained that those are tentative plans. Councilmember Green asked if there is an 
ability to renew this amendment. Planning Technician Moore explained that after the ten-year 
period, the applicant could come back for another amendment if it is needed. Councilmember 
Green asked what new municipal investments in infrastructure are being done and Planning 
Technician Moore explained there are none. Councilmember Green asked what interagency 
and interdepartmental planning is being done with this project. Planning Technician Moore 
explained that the city is supporting the expansion plans of Metro Wastewater. 
 
Mayor Pro Tem Padilla asked if this CUP would allow anything in the fenced area from being 
taller than the fence or only the stacking of construction materials. Planning Technician 
Moore stated it is only the stacking of construction materials. Mayor Pro Tem Padilla asked if 
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the restriction on the height of the fence would prevent a trailer from being placed on the site 
and Planning Technician Moore stated it would not.

Police Commander Justin Moore presented the Brighton Police Records Management 
System (RMS) award to Tyler Technologies. The Police Department currently uses a shared 
RMS system through the Adams County Dispatch Center where multiple agencies share the 
cost of the system. Following a cyber attack a few years ago that identified issues with 
hosting the system, the Adams County Sheriff’s Office transitioned away from that system. 
The primary focus of ADCOM has become 911 communication and they will no longer be 
hosting the RMS system. Each agency will now implement its own RMS system. This system 
will be used by every member of the Brighton Police Department making it a critical system 
for the department. A request for proposal was done and eight (8) submissions were 
received. Staff recommends awarding the contract to Tyler Technologies Inc. as the most 
responsive and responsible proposer for $734,340. These funds are available in the 2026 
budget.
